This document dictates rules and regulations to be adhered to by all residents and owners of "Sonigara
Presidency A, B Wing Co-operative Hsg. Soc. Ltd." since its formation. The first AGM, held on October 5,
2023, in the society premises, dictated the society by-laws and formed the society committee. The society
committee has further prepared common rules to be followed in the society, keeping everyone's safety and
comfort in mind. These rules do not supersede society's bylaws and can be modified from time to time as
per the committee's discretion.

Following rules and regulations has an effect on society. All residents and visitors (owners, tenants, guests,
staff, security guards, service people, etc.) are requested to adhere to these rules.
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Common Rules

Do not spit, smoke, or drink in the area of society. Do not throw waste in the society area, 1st-floor
duct, or common area of society. (Such activities may incur a fine.)

A fine will be charged if you have put any kind of ad on society's property without the committee's
permission. (Rs 500 fine will be charged.)

Report any damage to society's equipment or facilities to the committee.

Society area is under 24-hour CCTV surveillance.

Do not argue with committee members or security members. Legal action will be taken if we find
them.

You should follow society's rules. If you have any questions, get information from the committee.
Permission is required for any kind of event in the society area from the committee in writing. It will
be on a first-come, first-served basis.

Permission is required for civil, fabrication, and interior work from the committee. It should be done
inside the flat only.

Owners have to submit a copy of the possession letter and an index-1l copy of their flats.

Do not keep your waste on the staircase or in the common area. It should not cause trouble for
neighbors.

Your waste will not be collected if you have not segregated it into wet waste, dry waste, and
sanitary waste.

Do not use lifts for heavy things.

Shut down the fan before leaving the lift.

Owners should take care of their pets and see to it that they don’t create any nuisance to other
members. In cases of repetitive complaints, a necessary fine may be imposed. (Such activities may
incur a fine.)

Nature calls for pets to be done outside of society's premises. In case of any droppings by the pet in
the social area, the owner should take responsibility for cleaning it.

The issue or complaint must be registered in the register.

Household things are not allowed in a refugee area. Events are not allowed in refugee areas.
Keeping heavy things on any balcony walls is prohibited.

Water is priceless. Use water wisely. The leakage tab should be changed ASAP.

A fine will be charged if your water tap is open and you are not available at home. (Rs 1000 fine will
be charged.)

The penalty will be levied in case the cheque bounces back and is returned unpaid by the bank. (Rs
700 penalty per transaction)

Guest & Parking

The visitor is not allowed without approval from the respective flat. He should register their name in
the security register before entering society.

Salesmen, agents, and roundsmen are not allowed in society. Delivery is not allowed after 11:00
p.m. in society.

A fine will be charged if your vehicle is parked in front of a gate, no parking area, or a driveway area.
(Rs 500 fine will be charged.)

Do not park your or your visitor’s vehicle in another's allocated parking.

Do not blow the horn or learn any vehicle in society's area.

Pickup-drop vehicles are not allowed in society's area.

If society members don't have stickers on their vehicles, then they need to register first at the
security register.

Any vehicle in society without a society parking sticker and without a log-in entry book will be
considered a guest vehicle. Such vehicles can be moved, chained, and reported to the police for
further action.

Parking cannot be rented for outsiders. Owners can rent out their parking to only society residents.

Maintenance, Rent & Resale

A fine will be charged if you have not paid for society maintenance before the due date. (Charges as
per law)

Sub-let or rented-out flats have to pay extra maintenance charges as non-occupational charges.
These charges are not applicable if blood relatives are staying in that flat. For relatives staying in the
flat, the flat owner has to submit all the relevant documents proving the relationship with the
resident. (Charges as per law)

A NOC is required for transferring or selling a flat from the builder and committee. (Charges as per
committee)

Transfer Premium Rs 25,000, Transfer Fee Rs 500, Entrance Fee Rs 100, Development Fund, and any
other charges are applicable with the application if the sale deed is executed.

Payments to society can be made by using NoBrokerHood, UPI, or online.

Members shall get receipts for all payments made by them within 15 days of the check being
realized. Otherwise, use the NoBrokerHood app to get an instant payment receipt.

Monthly maintenance charges are payable, even if the flat is vacant.

Submit a letter of consent of the proposed transferee for the transfer of shares and interest of the
member.

Bachelor girls and boys are not allowed to rent flats.

Owners must submit a copy of the registered rental agreement and a copy of the police verification
to the committee within one month. Owners should inform the committee about tenants.

Lift shifting charges will be applicable for tenants. Owners should inform the committee about
tenants. (Rs 1000 charge)

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Club House Gym / Yoga / Indoor Games

Flatwise nominal fees will be charged to use the gym. (Rs 100/month or Rs 1000/year)
Admission into the gym will be limited to residents only, no guests or outsiders are allowed.
Personal trainers are allowed, but they should be registered on a security app.

Please write your entry details while entering the gym.

Return weights to the rack after use.

Use a spotter when lifting.

Don't drop the weights.

No food or drinks besides bottled water.

Turn off the lights, AC, and fan when leaving.

Outdoor shoes should not be used inside the gym, yoga, or indoor games area. Appropriate gym
dress includes clean clothing, and athletic shoes are required (no boots or sandals).

Don't occupy equipment for more than 30 minutes.

In case of any damage to the property or equipment due to negligence or misuse, repair or
replacement charges, along with appropriate penalties, shall be collected from the resident.
(Charges as per committee)

No gym equipment should be carried outside the gym premises.

After using any game equipment, fitness equipment, or mats, be sure to put them back.
Cell phones must be turned off or put on silent.

Club House Hall

The clubhouse areas like the gym, yoga, and indoor games should not be used during any event in
the hall. It will remain accessible to other members during the event.

Help from society, security, or housekeeping staff should not be taken while they are on duty.
Permission is required for any kind of event in the society area from the committee in writing. It will
be on a first-come, first-served basis.

Request for organizing any event to be submitted to the committee by applicant, in Google Form or
in written format at least 15 days before.

Rent and deposit will be taken from the resident at the time of booking the hall. It will be a
first-come, first-served basis on a written application with advance payment. (Rs 3000 rent and Rs
2000 deposit)

Decorative items should not be stuck on the painted walls, fans, electrical fittings, etc. of the
clubhouse area.

After the function is over, it is the duty of the resident to clean the hall after their usage. The
deposit amount will be refunded to the resident, subject to no damage to the club house or any
other society premises.

Any damages or permanent changes in clubhouse infrastructure done during events will be the sole
responsibility of the applicant, and they will need to pay for such damages as will be decided by the
committee.
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Garden

An adult must be with each child or group of children on the playground at all times.
Above 15+ age group, people are not allowed to play playground equipment.

Pets are not allowed in the playground area.

The throwing of garbage is not allowed in the playground area.

Miscellaneous

Help from society, security, or housekeeping staff should not be taken while they are on duty.
Residents are requested to immediately report to the committee in case they find any of the staff
employed by society or service providers misbehaving or not performing their duties properly.
Residents are strictly prohibited from entering the electrical meter room, water connection room,
terrace, or generator room without permission.

For all violations, breaches, or non-adherence to any rules or guidelines, as stated above, the
society shall impose a minimum fine of Rs. 500 for each of the categories.

Residents are not allowed to make any changes to common infrastructure.

Residents can also communicate their suggestions, complaints, and views through the email ID of
the society, sonigarapresidency3@gmail.com, the NoBrokerHood app, or a written application.
